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Stone Mountain Daisies Helianthus porteri Native annual. Sun, moist to dry acid soil. 2-2.5’ tall and wide. It is a prolific self-seeder. Plant outside in fall, winter sow, or 1-month cold stratification. Plant on the surface and keep moist. Requires light to germinate.  The plant remains small through most of the growing season, then in July jumps in growth, and in September, it explodes with a profusion of yellow blossoms. Seedlings appear as a lopsided “X”. Visited by native bees and skippers. Seeds viable 2-3 yrs. if refrigerated. Harvested 20____
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
