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Longleaf Woodoats

Chasmanthium sessiliflorum 

Pt. shade - shade, moist to wet soil. 2-5’ tall, space 2.5’ Clump forming native cool weather grass. Seed heads form Aug-Sep. Self-seeding. Semi-evergreen can be aggressive and rhizomatous. Requires 2 mo. cold, moist stratification. Plant out after 70o. Host to 7 species of butterflies and moths, birds eat seeds. Dense-covering grass with decorative seed heads for shade is also good in pots. Harvested 20____
